The elementary students are fast ap-
proaching the closing of another successful
year of Accelerated Reader (AR). The Ac-
celerated Reader Program provides teach-
ers and children a fun and exciting way to
promote reading at home and in the class-
room. Our media center has a wide variety
of books marked with color coded stickers
to indicate that they are AR books. As stu-
dents read AR books, they take the associ-
ated ten question test to earn individual
and class points toward incentives, such as
pencils, candy, erasers, free dress days,
and various class trips. The kids love to
watch their progress and teachers often
involve the students in setting AR point
goals for the year. As we come to the close
of the year, summaries show our stu-
dents are reading and have comprehen-
sion levels one to two grade levels
above their current grade.
