Boys will be Boys, But Rough Housing Not Allowed!

 When my husband, my daughter and I moved to Fayetteville almost four years 
ago, things were very different around our house.  Our three sons and their wives who 
had lived very close by were now a long distance away.  Our daughter, Stefanie, missed 
having a full house of siblings but I think most of all she missed the shaking of the house 
as the boys, now grown men, would get down on the floor and wrestle.  I’m not sure why, 
but it just seems that boys and rough housing go hand in hand.  However, our boys had 
to learn that there is a time and a place for everything, and rough housing is not appro-
priate in many circumstances.  One of those times is at school.   
 Recently in our Jr. High we have had to remind our students that when they are 
at school, this is not an appropriate time to rough house.  There are many reasons why 
we have taken this stand.  First of all, in Jr. High, students’ attention to discipline and 
learning are easy side tracked.  They really don’t need any extra stimuli to deal with.  
Second, a simple act done in fun could be taken as an act of aggression or could easily 
turn into such.  But most important, is our students’ safety.  Our classrooms and walk 
areas are not designed for rough housing.  Students could very easily be hurt.  What 
goes on in my living room with three boys is much different that what could happen on a 
concrete walkway with 150 students.  We acknowledge the need for exercise and physi-
cal activity, however, in a school setting, this should be accomplished with structure and 
safety.   We have a wonderful athletic department which includes not only P.E. classes, 
but also a weight room and many sports that our students may participate in.  Staff are 
present to make sure that all things are done “decently and in order” and that our stu-
dents are in an environment that is safe.   
 Just as with my adult kids, there will always be a need for physical activity and 
fun.  But, it is best when it is done with oversight.  The nice thing is that I no longer have 
to make sure my boys don’t get too rough, their wives do a good job of that!
