Recently, 
we added new computer technology to assess the early literacy pro-
gress of our young elementary students, the STAR Early Literacy. 
With STAR Early Literacy, we will be able to determine the appropri-
ate level of challenge for each child, place new students, and identify 
those who need individual help. The program will allow teachers to 
assesses 41 skills in seven key domains—General Readiness, Grapho-
phonemic Knowledge, Phonemic Awareness, Phonics, Comprehen-
sion, Structural Analysis, and Vocabulary.  As always, we are on the 
forefront of employing innovative programs that will further 
strengthen our students’ success.
